CLASS MATERIALS

CLASS RULES

HOMEWORK

Homework is a necessary piece of the learning process.  It gives you the opportunity to reflect on new concepts and build your understanding. Homework will be assigned regularly and is due in class the next day.  It will be checked at the teacher’s discretion and periodically collected for a completion grade.  Late homework will not be accepted, unless you were absent.

· Full credit will be given if a solid effort is shown, not if every answer is correct. 
· Please list your NAME, the ASSIGNMENT, DATE on the top of the page.

· Check your answers ONLINE every night! Complete solutions are available and should be used to help you recognize what you don’t understand.  Star any problems you could not work through.
· Don’t give up if you can’t complete a problem immediately!  Use your notes, textbook and available websites as resources.  Be prepared to ask questions on any concepts you did not understand.

ABSENCES & MAKE-UP WORK

· You will have two days for every excused absence to make up any missed work. 
· It is your responsibility to pick up all missed worksheets from the folders on the side shelf.
